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1. Preface

The 1-needle lockstitch machine is the most popular sewing machine used in sewing.
The ratio of the 1-needle lockstitch machine to the whole sewing equipment in the clothing

industry is higher than 60 %. The 1-needle lockstitch machine plays an important role in sewing
since it is used in wide applications for various purposes. The machine is highly evaluated with
respect to its general purpose features.

When censidering the current circumstances of the clothing industry where sewing conditions are

complicated and change greatly in accordance with the diversificaticn of types of material,
applicability and adaptability of the sewing machine, to many differnt types of material, are
spontaneously restricted if using one model (standard model of sewing machine) of sewing

machine and one type of gauge. Now, this is to inform you of the replaceable gauges we have
developed and prepared for the 1-needle overlock machines so that you choose an appropriate
throat plate, feed dog, presser foot (asm.) and other parts in accordance with the sewing
cenditions determined by materials. We hope you make the most out of the gauges to help
maintain and improve gquality of seams.

2. How to use the gauge manual

This manual describes the throat plates, feed dogs, presser foot assemblies and other parts
prepared for the 1-needle lockstitch machines.

The replaceable gauges covered by this gauge manual are restricted to the throat plate,
feed dog, presser foot (asm.) and other parts which are used to adapt the standard model
of sewing machine to the sewing conditions given.

If the parts given in the column of "other parts that can te combined" are used, the
features and appiications of the sewing machine will change. So, be careful.

Ncte that the repiaceable parts of subclass models are described for DDL-5530N, -5550N
anrd -5550N-6, -7 and DLN-5410N models of sewing machine.

Diameter of the needle hole in throat plate and the number of the grooves on the throat
plaiz are shown in the standard comkbination table of throat plate, feed dog, presser foot

- {asm.) and other narts by models of sewing machine. So make a choice of the

afcrementioned carts in accordance with the type of material to be sewn and the sewing
process in which the machine is to be used referring to the standard combination table.
Apgproximate dimensions, advantages in sewing and examples of applications are described
for the respective gauges. So, select the gauge required.

Presser foot (asm.) and finger guard

There are grooves on the reverse side of the presser foot (asm.). For the presser foot.
(asm.) which has no grooves, the description of "no groove on the reverse side" is given in
the sketch. This presser foot (asm.) with "no grooves" effectively prevents the needle
thread from slipping out of the needle eyelet at the start of sewing.

Number of rows of feed dog teeth
Tnree-row teeth ... Since the feed dog does no have teeth this side of the needle entry,
small curves of the material can be sewn with ease.
Four-row teeth ... Since the feed dog has teeth this side of the needle entry, the
material can be fed straight.



G Groove on the needle hole in the throat plate
Provided ... Effective when highly-tensed seam is required

Not provided ... Standard throat plate

® Distance from the needle hole in the throat plate to the edge of the groove

Short ... Since the material is fed just behind the needle entry, stitch gathering is
effectively prevented.
Long ... Since the feed dog does not have teeth just behind the needle entry,

chain-off thread is likely to be made.

3. Classification of materials

It is very difficult to clearly classify all fabrics presently available in the market since there are no
proper definitions to be observed and there are many items to be taken intc account. As a
reference to be taken when using this gauge manual, we have roughly classified the types of
fabric by weight as shown in the table below.
